A1: Try the following methods:
       Ensure that the connection between the router and your device is correct.
       -  Ensure that your computer is connected to LAN1, LAN2 or LAN3 port 
         properly, and the computer is set to obtain an IP address automatically.
       -  Ensure that your WiFi-enabled device is connected to the WiFi network of 
          the router.
       Clear the cache of your web browser or replace one.
       Use another computer.
       Reset the router and log in again

Q2: What should I do if I cannot access the internet after configuring 
        internet settings?
A2: Try the following methods:
       Check if the WAN port of the router is connected properly.
       If the LED indicator blinks slowly, login to the web UI of the router, 
       navigate to Internet Settings, and follow the on-screen instructions 
       to solve it.
       If your wired devices cannot access the internet:
       -  Check whether your computer is connected to LAN1, LAN2 or LAN3 
          port properly.
       -  Check whether your computer is set to obtain an IP address 
           automatically.

       When the LED indicator is blinking, hold down the WiFi/RST button 
       for about 8 seconds, then release when the LED indicator blinks fast.
